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Music - Bell and Brass Installation

for Brass and deep Bell (G Natural) lasting 7'

BRASS

All Brass Players Stand outside the concert space.

Each chooses a note from the score below and plays it for up to one

breath.

Then pause for a while (at least 20 Seconds)

Then repeat the procedure.

Piece lasts 7 minutes or however long it takes for the Bell to be struck 7 times.

A new note may be played or the same note after a pause.

The notes may occur at the same time as with other players or not.

Play up to 10 Notes during the 7 minutes preceding the performance.

When the Bell is struck a new note may begin even if the pause is less than 20 seconds before
the previous note.
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BELL
The bell is struck 7 times over the 7 minutes preceding the actual performance and allowed to
ring.

Piece lasts 7 minutes or however long it takes for the Bell to be struck 7 times.

Transition
The Brass players come inside and take their places on the podium with the other wind players.

CLARINETS
Inside, the clarinets stand and begin to play Bb or F Natural as soon as the Brass players enter.
Breathe individually. The Drone should sound continuously.

AUDIO CUE
CD with Loop of Bell (on G) begins with Clarinets.

Movement - Uta (Song) - Flutes

FLUTES

Observing Slide Cue as below, the flutes stand in a line in front of the winds and brass

and casually try the positions shown which signify "Uta" or "to Dance". It should seem relaxed and not
stiff.

After holding for a while. Let the arms gently by your sides. Look down.

Take a new position. Changes to new positions should be made individually
